Speaking and listening: AF2 

Students will speak in extended turns to express ideas and understanding of the film, including techniques used by the director.

Reading: AF3 

Students will identify relevant points and will make inferences based on different points in the film through studying the techniques used by the director to convey aspects of the characters in School of Rock

Writing: AF3 ,AF4 

Students will organise their writing simply and chronologically. They will use paragraphs to organise their writing, with some links between them. They will develop narrative voice through diary entries of different characters in the film.

Speaking and listening: AF2 

Students will be able to listen carefully and respond to speakers with simple comments and suggestions about the film.

Reading: AF3 

Students will make straightforward inference based on a single point of reference in the film. They will establish meaning at a literal level through study of characters’ dialogue and actions.
Writing: AF3 ,AF4 

Students will make some attempt to sequence their writing logically. They will attempt to use paragraphs to organise their diary entries.
Some pupils will have progressed further and will: L5a – 6b

Speaking and listening: AF2 

Some students will be able to show perceptive understanding of varied and complex speech and initiate and lead group discussions.

Students will identify relevant points and identify layers of meaning, with some explanation. Their comments will consider wider implications or the significance of ideas in the film and analyse why the director uses some techniques and exactly what points they are trying to make.

Students will structure their writing clearly, organised into appropriate paragraphs. The development of material will be effectively managed across the text, and the overall direction of the writing is supported by clear links between paragraphs.
