	Re-cap on the features of autobiography writing.

Task: Imagine you are a successful, world-famous celebrity. What you are famous for is up to you. Write the opening page of your autobiography. You will need to think of an appropriate title. 

They should keep in mind the targets they have just set themselves, particularly AF5 which is varying sentences for purpose and effect.


	Students will reflect on previous learning in order to produce a text which is appropriate to task, reader and purpose, varying their sentences for clarity, purpose and effect.

All students will produce a text in which the main features of the selected form are clear and appropriate to purpose, including some variety in length, structure or subject of sentences.

Most students will produce a text in which the features of the selected form are clearly established with some adaptation to purpose, using a variety of sentences lengths, structures and subjects to provide clarity and emphasis.
