Most pupils will: L4c-6c
S&L: AF1; AF2 Students will speak in extended turns about their opinions about art and poetry, and will sometimes elaborate explanations to make meaning explicit. Students will structure and shape talk to engage fellow classmates and will sustain roles both in independent and group work, sometimes shaping overall direction of talk.

Reading: AF2; AF3 Students will make a range of points about poems they read and artwork they look at, commenting on the implied meanings in different parts of each type of text.  They will refer to relevant details in language and artwork to support their inferences and deductions.

Writing: AF1; AF2 Students will establish a clear viewpoint in their poetry and creative writing, and will elaborate in some of their writing. They show clear attempts to adapt the conventions of different forms of poetry and fictional writing, although the awareness of the reader is not always sustained.
Some pupils will not have made so much progress and will: L1c-3a
S&L: AF1; AF2 Students will express feelings and ideas about art and poetry, and will listen and respond to other speakers. Generally, comments will be relevant and an attempt will be made to contribute to group discussion helpfully. 
Reading: AF2; AF3 Students will make simple and obvious points about what they see and think about art they look at and poetry they read/listen to. They will make some references (although not always relevant) to specific details of the texts, but sometimes their comments show misunderstanding of implied meanings.

Writing: AF1; AF2 Students will show some attempt to express their viewpoint in their poetry and fictional writing. There are some attempts to make apt word choices and there is some appropriate attempt to adapt writing to the conventions of poetry and fictional writing.
Some pupils will have progressed further and will: L6b-7b
S&L: AF1; AF2 Students will explore complex ideas and feelings about art and poetry in a range of ways. They will make perceptive responses, and will draw on a range of different group roles and responsibilities, sustaining effective collaboration and discussion.
Reading: AF2; AF3 Students will make increasingly precise references to artistic techniques and language in poetry, showing the ability to draw on knowledge of other sources to strengthen their point. Comments will show consideration of the wider implications of what art and poetry suggest about the socio-historical context of the texts, and different layers of meaning will be explored consistently.
Writing: AF1; AF2 Students will produce imaginative adaptations of different genres of fictional writing. They use a range of stylistic devices for effect, and sometimes  establish a consistent and sustained viewpoint in their writing.

	Teacher then explains that students need to choose one of the characters that they find the most interesting. 

Students to write a stream of consciousness for 10 minutes in the role of that character. Again, teacher might want to prompt the students with focus points: what they think of other characters, what they think about where they are, what’s happening, what happened before to get to this stage, what might happen next.

Teacher should stress before writing that students should not worry about technicalities (spellings, punctuation etc.); rather, the focus is on getting into role and establishing viewpoint through ideas and vocabulary.

Under 3 character headings, students to have 5-10 minutes working in silence jotting down initial impressions of the poem and specifically, of the presentations of the characters - anything shocking, surprising, humorous, offensive? Do the voices of the characters match or challenge your perceptions? How so?

Students then asked to share their thoughts with their partners; teacher will call on students to share and explain their ideas.

Feedback

Students then asked to choose one line that stands out for them. They are to write it out in their books, annotating it with thoughts and ideas about what words/phrases imply and why they are drawn to it. Teacher should model an example on the board.

Extension: Write a PEE paragraph discussing how your character is presented in your chosen line.  (sentence starters could be written on board to assist less able)

Students to write one  PEE paragraph about how structure is used for effect in the poem. 

Teacher should provide sentence starters for less able.

Laminated sheets on Reading AF4 could be used. 

10 minutes after writing, teacher should call on a few students to read their responses aloud. Class discussion on what has been done well, and how the responses can be improved on.

Students to edit and complete their responses.

Extension: Write a second PEE paragraph looking at a different point about structure.

Blues PP1 cont. 

Students to imagine the story of the character in the painting – go through the 4 options in the PP. 

Students can either share their ideas orally or jot them down in their books

Blues PP2

Read through with students the poem by Maura Dooley.  

Get students to identify the similes and metaphors she has used.

Students write about one they find powerful. 

They write down one other (this will be for their HW).

Students create and practise their drama piece.  At particular point in lesson can stop them and get different groups to show their work to the class.

Research and note taking.

Working in groups on presentation.

Performances cont.

Students explore poetry through the website.

Teacher circulates and discusses choices with students; begins to identify those who could share their discoveries with the class in the plenary.

Students to return to their seats with their selected postcard.

Use PP1 ‘Voices in the Gallery’ to guide the students through a reflective process prior to creating their own poems.

Students are to spend 10mins brainstorming all of the ideas that come to mind about their picture. 

Students then to begin drafting their poem.

Second Lesson:

Finish good draft; perhaps write a second or third poem based on the same or different postcard.

Students to draft final poem based on targets/suggestions given during group sharing session.

Teacher explains that in the next one/two lessons, students will be using PCs to create an illustrated version of their poem.

Students transfer their work to the agreed format / space.


	Students will have discussed stereotypes around fairytale characters and explored and discussed how poetry can challenge these.

All students will have

understood that poetry can be used to express viewpoint.

Most students will have understood and commented on how the poem challenges our conceptions of fairytale conventions.

Some students will have understood deeper layers of meaning in the language and structure of the poem.

Students will have explored the structure of the poem.

All students will have commented on how the poem is structured in terms of the different viewpoints of the characters.

Most students will have understood that the poem uses monologue to challenge different gender stereotypes.

Some students will have understood that the order of the speakers reflects the power struggles between the characters.

Responded imaginatively to a painting and shared their ideas.

All students will have thought about the painting in terms of colour and story.

Most students will have created their own version and be able to explain their choices. 

Some students will have articulated their ideas in detail.

Students will have explored how language is used by the poet to create particular effects. 

All students will have thought about and written about the use of language in the song and poem.

Most students will have been able to identify specific poetic features in the texts. 

Some students will have used these terms to write analytically about the use of language in the song and poem. 

Students will have responded to the poem using drama techniques. 

All students will have shown an understanding of the story through drama.

Most students will have used a range of techniques and worked collaboratively. 

Some students will have evaluated the success of a range of techniques for responding to the written text.

Students will have used the internet to research an aspect of an art gallery.

All students will have explored an art gallery website.

Most students will have collected specific pieces of information to be collated and discussed next lesson.

Some students will do further research beyond their gallery’s website to clarify understanding of terms/ ideas they are unsure about or find more information on topics of interest in relation to task.

Students will have planned and prepared their presentations.

All students will have

contributed to preparing a presentation.

Most students will have made a sustained contribution to discussion, asking questions and providing solutions.

Some students will have taken on a more leadership role, delegating courses of action, anticipating potential problems, and resolving matters sensitively.

Students will have presented on their galleries and will have evaluated effectiveness of group performances, including personal reflections on own performance.

All students will have

taken part in a group presentation and considered the effectiveness of their own and other performances.

Most students will have followed the conventions of formal presentations, and will comment on their own and others’ performances.

Some students will have consistently engaged their listeners, and have made critical responses to the effectiveness of individual performances.

Students will have had the opportunity to explore a range of poems and listen to poets reading out their work online.

All students will have listened to and read a range of poems from the website and discussed their choices with at least one other person.

Most students will have listened to and read poems from a range of historical periods and noted how language has changed and varied over time.

Some students will have used poetic terminology to comment upon the effects created by the poets they have read online.

Students will have selected an image that they can respond to and will have produced a poem inspired by the artwork.

All students will have

selected an image and commented on what they like/think about it. All will have produced one poem based on the image.

Most students will have generated ideas about both the explicit and implied meanings in the image, and will have incorporated these into their poem.

Some students will have completed more than one poem using the same or different images.

Students will have assessed and commented on their partner’s poem, suggesting ideas for improvement.

All students will have

read another classmate’s poem and commented on it.

Most students will have been able to identify strengths and weaknesses in their partner’s work, and will have given some suggestions for improvement.

Some students will have given precise targets to make language and structure more engaging and effective.

Students will use various forms of software to display their art-inspired poems.

	Conscience Alley Activity
Teacher divides class into 2; one side needs to brainstorm why George should kill the dragon; the other side why not kill dragon. 

Students to work in smaller groups of 3-4 to make brainstorm session more manageable - perhaps ideas could be jotted down on sugar paper.

-     Choose one student as ‘St George’, while all other students face each other in two lines.

-     The chosen knight slowly walks down the ‘aisle’ and hears arguments from one side who lean forward and whisper their arguments. Then the knight turns around and listens to the opposite argument. The point of the activity is that all students should be participating and given a chance to voice their opinion. 

     Once both arguments have been heard, students to return to their seats.
