	Starter

· Paired challenge – 2 mins to recall as many drama techniques and definitions. Feedback
Development Activities

· Read Adrian Mitchell’s poem ‘Saw it in the Papers.’ Discuss the issues of neglect and mental instability. What is the students’ point of view?
· Physical vote & justify opinions.

· Group task- Cross Cutting – Rehearse 3 scenes, which examine the reasons for the girl abandoning her child.
· Scene 1 – Present day – The girl & boy argue about relationship. He admits to an affair. He wants to leave.

· Scene 2 – She is a child & pretending to be a princess. She wants her dad’s approval, but has no time for her. She keeps asking & becomes aggressive.

· Scene 3- At school, the girl is an outcast. No one wants to play with her, he clothes are old fashioned & she doesn’t have any confidence.

· Watch and evaluate.

Plenary

· Image of the girl in present day with a thought-tap which reflects students opinion of the girls state in present day.

	How can we develop effective and naturalistic characterisation skills to explore the stimulus?

	Starter

· Pair moulding- Mould your partner with a facial expression, gesture and considered use of space to reflect the central character at the point she is about to leave the baby for a night out. Spotlight a few sculptors to analyse characterisation.
Development Activities

· Develop a split-scene which shows a phone conversation between the girl and her friend planning a night out. The baby is screaming in the background.. We see the girl getting more agitated with the baby and neglecting it. When she finishes on the phone, she goes up to the child and shouts at it.
· Spotlight and discuss how students explored characterisation.

· Groups of 5 – Cross-cutting – Develop 3 scenes which show neighbours hearing crying child, the girl in the pub getting drunk and then the neighbours calling the police. Police arrive & find baby dead. She returns home & gets arrested.

· Pair groups up to show and analyse characterisation. Feedback positives and targets.

Plenary

· Circle reflection – Why might we use cross-cutting as a director. Once student repeats anything in the minutes, next person continues.

· How can we highlight an important moment in a scene? (Marking the moment) Group 60 sec discussion – 3 techniques, narrow to two, pick one they feel would be most effective. Groups to feedback why.
Development Activities

· Introduce the assessment criteria for the next unit & communicate how drama is assessed in the first exam.

· Group task -Develop a scene which shows the police not being able to get into the house, eventually breaking in, looking for the child then finding the baby dead. Find the most significant moment in the drama and mark it using one technique.
· Spotlight groups and discuss effectiveness of drama technique. How could we raise the dramatic tension of that moment?

· Add thought-tapping and discuss what the strengths are of this technique.

Plenary

· Physical self-assessment against the bands. Stand in a space which represents where students feel they would be in terms of grade bands and spotlight students to highlight 1 strength they have & one aspect they feel they need to work on.

	Starter

· Conscience alley – Students stand in two lines creating a tunnel. One student to take role of main girl. As she walks through the tunnel, the class shout out her conscience which try to convince & dissuade her from leaving the baby.
Development Activities

· In threes develop a scene which explores the idea of ‘angel’ and ‘devil,’ to represent the girls conscious. Develop the physical storytelling in the piece to show the control/battle that she has.
· Spotlight and evaluate. Could use forum theatre on one group and highlight how a different thought/line of dialogue/action could change the course of events.

Plenary

· Create a physical mind map/could be almost like an essence machine which explores reasons why young parents might abandon their child.

· Present a number of images to the class visually, e.g. a cross, the grim reaper, a ring, doves etc. Students to feedback what they know about these symbols and what they mean

· In groups of 4/5 explore how to use physical theatre to communicate the idea of a toy box. Begin with an image and develop using sound effects and movement. Try to encourage the development of a storyline/plot
· Spotlight and analyse using the exam criteria to explore what was effective and how the symbolism was communicated  

Plenary

· Mini group discussion – In what other ways could we communicate symbolism withinthis poem? E.g. a teddy bear being ripped, a doll’s house breaking, a family home being demolished. Feedback to class

· In groups of 3 hotseat the girl in the role of professionals such as police office and councillor. Think about how you could communicate contrasting viewpoints
· Whole class hot seating exercise – all to be in role as various characters involved in the girls life such as parents, friends, professionals etc.

· Quick fire thought tap – How does the girl feel after all the questionning

· Quick fire recap (across the circle) on what techniques could be used to develop this piece and why we might use them
Development Activities

· Communicate unit three exam criteria looking at performance skills and analysing how to achieve top band
· Groups to annotate a copy of the poem to create a directorial concept for their piece. Feedback to group a presentation of their ideas to the group. The challenge will be how they are going to use these techniques in a unique way.

· Groups to begin to develop pieces independently.  At some point during rehearsal freeze and spotlight the highest point of tension in each piece. One student to narrate what is happening. Other students to give ideas analysing what techniques could be used appropriately at this point to communicate what’s happening.
