About the unit

This Unit works towards Unit three of the Examination ‘Drama Exploration’. The unit is worth 30% of the overall GCSE grade and requires students to apply their knowledge and skills developed in unit 1&2 to create a piece of theatre for a live audience based on a stimulus theme presented by Edexcel.
Where the unit fits in

This Unit marks the start of devising in year 11. This leads to a mock devised performance preparing students for unit 3.

	Expectations

At the end of this unit

Most pupils will have engaged in a programme of work that will help them appreciate how a text can stimulate ideas and devised theatre. All students will explore how the dramatic form, medium and strategies can be used to communicate meaning based on the text’s themes and issues. They will also explore physical storytelling to explore contemporary styles of theatre.
Some pupils will not have made so much progress and will have engaged in a programme of work that will help them appreciate how a text can stimulate ideas and devised theatre. All students will be part of exploring how the dramatic form, medium and strategies can be used to communicate meaning based on the text. Some students will be able to shape and perform work of a higher standard than other students as performance skills are at the core of this assessment.
Some pupils will have progressed further and will have engaged in a programme of work that will help them appreciate how a range of more advanced drama activities can be used to deepen their understanding of the text and shaping devised theatre. Some students will be able to produce high level performance work which has a far reaching benefit to their group and their individual performance.

· Spotlight and discuss/analyse as a group – What works? How do the instruments aid storytelling? What would be the advantages of using only visual storytelling?

· Key terminology circle – Quick fire words used to describe different ways to communicate through the body e.g. levels, facial expression, use of space, props, rhythm, movement, gesture e.t.c. Sit down if words are repeated to encourage focus & gathering larger response.

Assessment – Each student given exam criteria – Watch and record each piece. Students to grade each group by putting group number in the band they feel the whole group would be placed in. 

Individuals not graded by students to ensure sensitivity but evaluation discussion could highlight some students who we feel would get an A band and model why they would achieve this. E.g. use of several accents, very confident, highly focussed physical movement e.t.c
