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PRESS RELEASE – 2012 GCSE Results 

HEADLINE: Another year of record results for students at Thomas Tallis School.  66% of students have achieved 5 or more A*-C grades including English and Maths – the highest in the school’s history.  88% of our students achieved 5 or more A*-C grades, and 21% of students achieved the EBACC, which are both record results.

67% of Year 11 also achieved 2 A*-C grades in Science – a rise of 9% on the result in 2011.

22% of the cohort achieved 5 A*s or As (or the equivalent) – that’s 52 students across the year group of 234, and 24% of grades were at A* or A (or their equivalent).  These results indicate that our most able students are performing very well.

At the same time 99% of students achieved a qualification demonstrating that success has been achieved across the board.
