Subject: BookTrust’s Bookbuzz programme for Year 7 students 
 
Thomas Tallis is taking part in Bookbuzz again this year, a popular programme for school students 
developed by BookTrust to get young people excited about reading. 
 
Bookbuzz gives students the chance to choose a book they’ll love from an array of sixteen fantastic 
titles, newly selected each year by BookTrust’s expert panel of librarians and teachers.

What do they enjoy about their book? Who is their favourite character? Talking about books 
together can help your child to form and share their opinion on what they like to read and why.
